Challenges� found� in� complexity� and� disorder� may� be� stimulating� to� him.� � He� may� enjoy� change� and�
variety,� and rapidly comprehend�  problems or situations.�   Typically, he is seen as perceptive,
spontaneous, and aesthetically inclined.�

Gratitude�

Appreciative, considerate, and compassionate attitudes and actions, that may become submissive when in excess.�

Hope�

General ambition and optimism which are maintained even when confronted with adversity.�

He is basically satisfied with himself and he believes that his behavior is appropriate.�

Humor�

Attitudes of playfulness and impulsivity which are expressed in humorous and pleasure-seeking behavior.�

As� ebullient,�  enterprising,�  and�  pleasure�  seeking�  as are most�  people,�  he tends�  to exercise�  as much�
